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Jim2 Business Engine V2.06 release notes – 22/03/02

Jim2 V2.06 offers many new features and improvements. Most changes are as a direct result of customer feedback – and we thank you all for your ongoing support and enthusiasm in helping make Jim2 Business Engine one of the most practical and functional business tools available.  Other features are steps or “milestones” we have set in our continuing program to keep Jim2 evolving.

Some of the more exciting new features include…

· User Interface enhancements

· New Sales Register list

· GL Control Accounts

· Improved support of Multi location, Virtual companies etc

· New “Global Variables” feature for use in scripts/reports etc

· New reports

· Auto-sizing of StockCode, Qty and Pricing columns

ADO upgrade

Jim2 uses Microsoft’s ADO (Active Data Objects) to access data. Due to issues with Microsoft ADO versions 2.5 and earlier, Jim2 now REQUIRES that ADO version 2.6 or greater  be installed. Simply run Jim2 and it will tell you if a version upgrade is required. Note: Windows XP includes ADO V2.7 as standard.

You can download ADO V2.7 from www.jim2.com.au/downloads/mdac_typ_2.70.7713.4.exe
Make sure you exit all applications and you that you have administrator rights prior to installing the ADO update.

Database V115

Several changes have been made to the database itself including a new table needed for the new “Global Variables” feature. The Jim2 update program will automatically update existing databases to the current version 115. That is – by running the version 2.06 upgrade, you will have access to these new features and functions WITHOUT affecting your existing Jim2 records.

To manually update a database you have restored: 

1. Use the Jim Update program and run the Jim2update114-115.pas script.

2. New reports, scripts etc can installed by importing the jim2reports_v206.jrpt file via the Jim2 Report Designer.

Both this files can be located in the UpdateFiles subdirectory after running the jim2upgrade_206.exe upgrade program.

Jim2Server V1.6

There are no significant changes to Jim2 Server. Version 1.6 includes better error reporting of network issues/problems. Jim2 Server now responses to and denies “sleep” requests.

Auto Sizing – New Feature

All grid columns that include StockCode, Qty or Price/Total fields now automatically resize to suit larger alphanumeric entries.  Trade-off adjustments are made to the size of the Description field to cater for this.

Menu changes

Under the Jim menu, Invoices has been removed and replaced with Sales Register.

A completely new menu item (and consequently a new feature) has been added to the Tools menu – Global variables. This new function allows you to add and maintain variables (or options) exclusively for use in Jim2 scripts and reports.

Changes to Jim2 Tools - Options

Under the Tools menu, Options now includes Improved support of Multi location, Virtual companies etc. An additional check box “required” for Branch, SubBranch and GL Department ensures a user must enter this information in Jobs, POs etc (it is “required” to finish editing the transaction)

Also, 3 additional groups of Radio Buttons to set defaults as to what to base the Company Logo and address information on when printing Sales related documents, Purchase related documents and Statements.
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Changes to Jobs

Job List now allows you to group by Invoice No. All Active and READY jobs will appear in their own group.

Any Job with a type of “backorder” is now highlighted with a yellow background to make it stand out. This appears when viewing the Job form itself and when viewing a Job list.

Sales Register – New feature

The Invoices List has been removed and replaced with the new Sales Register. This allows you to easily list (and total) Invoices, Dockets and Return From Customers. It also includes the live “amount due” on any Invoices (Very interesting figure!).

The Sales Register Report Toolbar has been changed significantly. Now you have the option to reprint ALL invoices showing in the register – much the same way as the Statements works. But now you can also use the Sales register to drill down and reprint individual invoices quickly and easily - right clicking will display the normal Print Invoice form.

Double clicking an Invoice from the Sales Register List will display the related Job (in the case of a single Job Invoice) or display a list of related Jobs (in the case of a multi Job Invoice).

A new Sales Register report is accessible from the Report Toolbar. This can be printed in both summary or detailed (including stock) formats.
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Purchases

Any Purchase with a type of “backorder” is now highlighted with a yellow background to make it stand out. This appears when viewing the Purchase Order itself and when viewing a PO list.

Expenses Orders detail lines now allow you to right click to drill down and view the related Purchase Order. There is also a right click Add New (Line) and Delete (line) option.

PO List now has a search criteria using the Our Ref# field.

RFC List, RTV List and Stock Transfer List 

RFC List, RTV List and Stock Transfer List all have been upgraded to use the new Stock Select screen.

CardFiles

You can now add a CardFile that has a type of Ship only.

The CardFile List now has search criteria for Ship Card. You can enter the Parent Card in the list and then click the Ship tick box and view Child Cards (children?) of this Parent.

Stock Adjustments

Stock Adjustment list now displays Branch, SubBranch and GL Dept fields in the grid.

Debtors

Debtors List – the Terms are now displayed in the Debtors List

Debtors Adjustments up and down both now have Branches, SubBranches and GL Depts if ticked in options.  Of course these are only relevant for P & L Accounts ( starting with 4,5,6,8,9)

Creditors

Creditors List – the Terms are now displayed in the Creditors List

Creditors Adjustments up and down both now have Branches, SubBranches and GL Depts if ticked in options. – Of course these are only relevant for P & L Accounts (4,5,6,8,9)

Setups

Branches and SubBranches now have CardCode fields – this is to allow reports that use Company Logos to pull the Company Information from this entered (linked) CardFile. Remember for this feature “paper wraps rock” - what is printed on the report is not the Options default but what is specified in that CardFile. 

Stock GL Groups. You can now use Liability 2-XXXX Accounts for Income. Jim2 will ask a question checking that this is correct if a liability is selected in the Income Account field. This allows you to put a sale to a liability account instead of an income account in the case of  “selling” service/maintenance contracts and the like. You can then use a General Journal to transfer the Liability to Income on a regular (monthly etc) basis as the contract progresses. 

GL – Control Accounts

A new feature has been added to allow specific General Ledger accounts to be set as a “Control Account”. Marking an account as a Control Account effectively makes this account Non-Postable via normal means. Good examples of accounts that should be marked as Control accounts are:

1. Trade Debtors

2. Trade Creditors

3. Unbanked Funds

4. PO’s on Received Stock

5. PO’s on Received Creditors

6. Equity Accounts

Control Accounts cannot be used in:

1. General Journals

2. Cheques or Deposits

3. Bank Fees or Interest

4. Debtors or Creditors Adjustments

You cannot tick Control Account on:

1. Expense GL Accounts

2. Cheque or Credit Card GL Accounts

3. Header GL Accounts
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The actual GL Chart of Accounts has been updated to show Control accounts etc.

Global variables – New Feature

A great new feature for all you Jim2 script writers and report designers has been added to the Tools menu – Global variables. The Global variable function allows you to easily add and maintain variables (or options) for use in Jim2 scripts and reports and to make scripts more generic and easier to maintain.
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Security

You now have two additional Security options available:

System - General Ledger – Allow Post transactions into a Closed Financial Period 

Tools
- Global variables
